Walters is also the founding 
editor of the ñCalifornia Political Almanac,ò the co-author of 
a new book on lobbying entitled ñThe Third House: 
Lobbyists, Money and Power in Sacramento,ò and is a 
frequent guest on national television news shows 
commenting on California politics.
