  My Apology to Quail Point Businesses 

I wish to offer my sincere apology to the businesses of Quail Point Shopping Center.  A rumor is going 

around the Center that the Fair Oaks Chamber of Commerce (Chamber) was boycotting businesses at the 

Center.  This is not true!  In fact, we are very supportive of all the businesses. 

  Back in May 2010, I heard of a situation going on with Millie Finch of Trends ‟N Treats Pet Supply and 

Spa and the management of Quail Point Shopping Center. I had become acquainted with Ms. Finch 

through Chamber activities. The issue was that a new, competing business was moving into the Center. It 

was also a subsidiary of a major retail chain. This looked very threatening to small business owner, Millie 

Finch.   

  At first, I felt the Center Management shouldn‟t bring in the competitor to Trends ‟N Treats.  I have since changed my position.  From 

a business point of view, I could not disagree with Center‟s decision to bring in an anchor business that would be an influential asset 

to their Center.  However, I felt that if they were going to bring in a competitor (approximately eight doors way from a similar business), 

then they should give the small business tenant the option to get out of the lease and relocate. 

  Other people (some Chamber members, not all) were coming to me with their concerns about this situation.  We were looking at the 

possibility of a small family business being “wiped out” and were looking for a fair solution where everyone would survive and thrive.  

Any of the controversy concerning this situation was the result of my involvement and the concerned friends of Trends „n Treats.  Alt-

hough we appealed to the Chamber Board, they voted to not take a position on the issue.  The friends of Trends ‟N Treats appealed 

Center Management.  This appeal was, unfortunately, seen as from the Chamber rather than Ms. Finch‟s friends.  

  I do apologize to all the Quail Point businesses.  They have my personal commitment to helping all small businesses, but I do not 

intend it to be at the expense or detriment of others.  Quail Point is an excellent shopping center with first rate shops and stores which 

I visit frequently.   

  Trends ‟N Treats has moved and is now located at the Fair Oaks Promenade Center at Hazel and Madison Avenues.  It looks like a 

good resolution for all involved.
